Preschool Programs

SOON 2B3 PROGRAM

Children 2 2-3 years old have their first positive experiences in a preschool
classroom and become comfortable separating from parents for a regular
period of time. Development of social skills, large and small motor skills, and
basic curriculum concepts are a part of your child’s day. Diapers and pull-
ups are acceptable to begin with, but children should be on his or her way to
taking care of their own toileting needs. This class runs 2 days per week.

3 YEAR OLD PROGRAM

This program nurtures a 3 year old’s social and emotional growth and
provides a curriculum focusing on letters, numbers, shapes and colors and
the beginning stages of writing. This class runs 2 or 3 days per week.

4 YEAR OLD PROGRAM

In this program, 4 year olds strengthen relationships with friends and
teachers and begin to understand responsibility as they become more
self-sufficient. The curriculum focuses on emerging literacy, math, science,
creative art and fine motor skills to prepare children for Kindergarten. This
classruns 2, 3 or 4 days per week.

Children must be potty trained unless
otherwise indicated in class description.
